Book Option Policy

1) Contract. A participant who has a contract in hand from a recognized publisher may
choose to do the Obook optionO instead of a traditional D.Min. Project. (Seffublishing is not a
recognized option.)

2) Project Design Class. If the participant secures the contract prior to Project Design class,
he or she is not required to take Project Design, and no additional elective is needed in lieu of
Project Design. Rather, the doctoral project will be recorded as six credits (instead of three).
If the participant receives the contract following Project Design, the Project will just be
recorded as three credits as usual.

3) Editing Requirement and Deadline. Even though the publisher will provide the final
editing before the book i s published, your manuscript must be submitted to an

approved D.Min. editor for AGTS (see #4 below). For a May graduation, the book must be
submitted to a D.Min. editor by January 1 to allow sufficient time for editorial changes.

4) Copies for Binding. Two OcleanO hard copies (on 100% 2@r 24-Ib. cotton paper) for
binding purposes must be submitted to the D.Min. office no later than March 1. One copy will
be presented to the participant at the D.Min. Symposium, one will be for the AGTS library.
(Note: Though a participant may wish to provide the AGTS library with the publisherOsopy at
its completion, the manuscript to be placed in the AGTS library upon graduation will be bound
in the style of existing D.Min. Projects in the AGTS library.)

5) Format. (The following guidelines are specific to Global University books. In the event that
a participant is working with a publisher other than Global, he or she must confer with the
Project Coordinator regarding format.)

General format:

a) Make use of the Project Template posted at
http://www.agts.edu/dmin/project/index.htmil.

b) Margins must be 10 all around, except 1.50 for left margin.

c) Font must be Times 12
